Update from Maldon District Council 

Over the past year the council has gone through change, created by using 
the principle that officers and councillors have to work together as One 
Team. This has enabled the council to realise change in our organisaƟonal 
culture.  
 
The power of community engagement is inspiring. It was upliŌing to see 
residents of all ages taking part in The Beat the Street programme. It was a 
huge success with over 5,000 residents across the district taking part, 
achieving a total of 38,650 miles walked, ran, and cycled. Next, we will 
deliver with our partners, for the 3rd year running, the UFest community 
event on the 16th of August. Over 60 local organisaƟons will come together 
to support residents through a fun, informaƟve and acƟon-packed day 
down in promenade park 
 
In September we have the walking fesƟval being run again in the district, 
this is a great opportunity for all those who want to get out and about, and 
also have the chance to meet new people. 
 
We have made significant improvements in our financial sustainability over 
the last year. We have set a balanced budget for this financial year and are 
currently projecƟng healthy levels of reserves in future years. Despite this 
we cannot afford to be complacent. We know that the naƟonal financial 
outlook remains challenging, and that the local government funding 
seƩlement for future years is unlikely to grow, while demand for services is 
ever-increasing.  
 
As a council we need to ensure that we maintain a sustainable posiƟon and 
at the same Ɵme deliver the services you need. I know Jade and myself will 
conƟnue to deliver on this.

Are you ready for the end of analogue landlines?  
  
Essex County Council’s Digital Essex team wants to make residents in Braxted aware that 
changes are coming to analogue landlines.   
  
By 2025, tradiƟonal phone lines will be replaced by a digital landline service. This means 
that calls will be made over a broadband line.  
  
For most residents, this change will be straighƞorward – you’ll also get to keep your phone 
number. Your telephone provider will contact you before anything changes. It is important 
to respond and discuss what you need to do to ensure your service won’t be affected.  
  
The switch to digital landline services could affect some residents. If any of the following 
apply to you, or someone you know, make sure you contact your telephone provider:  
  

You don’t have broadband  
You rely solely on a landline  
You use a personal alarm or healthcare device  
You live in an area with poor mobile signal  
You have addiƟonal needs  

  
If you’re confused, worried, unsure, or have any quesƟons, call your telephone provider.  
  
Digital Essex will be aƩending events across Essex this Spring 
and Summer, where we’ll be sharing the latest informaƟon about changes to phone lines.
