Update from Maldon District Council

Future infrastructure that needs to be delivered by ECC in the district is a priority for
Maldon District Council. The severe lack of infrastructure needs addressing. At the same
time, the risk of St Peter’s hospital’s potential closure is a serious concern.

The Mid and South Essex ICB ran a consultation earlier this year on community hospital
and patient services, and the Council responded with its concerns, echoing residents’
views on St Peter’s hospital, stating its dismay as to how such a vital building and valued
community facility could be allowed to fall into disrepair.

It is very important that the Council attends meetings to protect the district from losing its
health services. There are absolutely no plans to move any services either from ECC or the
NHS into MDC estate. | personally will not support any changes until we get guarantees
from the NHS about what they plan to deliver, in the long term. The library is not moving
to our office, and we will not be moving any services into their premises. | along with other
councillors will not facilitate anything negative for the District.

I need to reiterate there have been no decisions to move any services and Maldon District
Council has not agreed anything with Essex County Council or the NHS. Any future
decisions on how the Council’s estate operates will be brought to Full Council. | along with
all other members will act in the interests of residents and will oppose anything that we
see as detrimental to delivery of services in the district.

Whatever the long-term outcome for St Peter’s hospital, we cannot see health services
leave Maldon and we must do all we can to prevent this from happening.

| am also pleased to announce that Doug Wilkinson has been appointed as the new Chief
Executive (Head of Paid Service) for Maldon District Council following a rigorous selection

process.

Doug's appointment is a crucial step in building on the Council’s performance and delivery,
and with his extensive experience in public service leadership, it makes him an excellent
choice for this role, We are looking forward to the contributions he will make to our
Council, the Maldon District community and our partners.

It is 6 years since the council had a Chief Executive, and the appointment will enable the
Council to prioritise delivering high-quality, affordable services, fostering sustainable
growth, and enhancing the well-being of our community.

Delay in final decision making

Important Update - 18 September 2024

The NHS Mid and South Essex Integrated Care Board (MSEICB) has announced a
six-month delay in the final decision-making regarding the reconfiguration of
community hospital beds, a midwife-led birthing unit and ambulatory care
services.

The decision follows an extensive public consultation, where valuable feedback
was gathered from patients, staff, and the wider community. The delay aims to
allow further engagement to ensure the final decision is fully informed and
aligns with the needs of the local population.

This additional time will enable the NHS in mid and south Essex to develop
comprehensive solutions that address the needs of local communities to enable
staff to deliver the best possible care and make the best use of taxpayers
money.

To ensure that the final decision reflects a broad range of perspectives, an
independently chaired working group will be established to support looking at
viable options in detail, including the long-term future of services provided at St
Peter’s Hospital in Maldon. This group will include representatives from the
NHS, local authorities, community organisations, and key stakeholders.

A special decision-making board meeting was due to be held on 30 September
2024 but will now be postponed enabling the working group to complete its
review.

The delay means there will be no immediate changes to the provision of
community hospital beds or ambulatory care services. All current services will
continue as they are while the engagement process is ongoing.

Terms of reference for the working group are currently being developed.
